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How do | get started with MyUH Portal?

Students who already have a Username and Password simply type them into the appropriate boxes at http://
myuhportal.hawaii.edu, and “login” to MyUH Portal.

Students who do not have a Username and Password may go to http:/myuhportal.hawaii.edu, click on “Get
a UH username”, then follow the instructions to create a username@hawaii.edu e-mail account required for
registration. The Computer Lab in Building 2, Rm. 405 can provide assistance.

Once inside MyUH Portal:

1. Select Add/Drop Courses to register
for classes. On the next screen, select
the appropriate semester (term) for
classes and submit.
